Catfish will be supplied to 
cookers. Each entry will receive 20 uniform pieces of catfish. Catfish will be given to teams at the Cook’s 
Meeting at 9:15. Cooking teams are responsible for all cooking supplies and other ingredients. All fish must be 
prepared on the grounds. Competition Plate will consist of eight (8) uniform pieces of catfish. Competition 
plate must be turned in between 10:45 and 11:00.  
 
 
Entrants will be required to cook 50 Hushpuppies. Hushpuppies must be prepared from scratch and be cooked 
on premises. Cooking teams are responsible for all ingredients. Turn-In for Competition Hushpuppies will be 
between 10:45 and 11:00. Competition plate will consist of eight (8) hushpuppies. The remaining hushpuppies 
should be turned in to the food tables by 11:30 
 
Both Catfish & Hushpuppies will be judged on three criteria: TASTE, TEXTURE, APPEARANCE. Prizes 
awarded for top three places in each category with a special championship prize for first place catfish.
